PVA Invite 2012 - Tournament Rules & Info.
Coaches – Take Note:

1) There are multiple instances where you will be working matches that are not in your team’s specific age group, if you are unsure of work/play assignments contact the site Tournament Director. 
2) We suggest that the 14’s teams who may have to officiate teams in the 17’s or 18’s divisions use coaches or adult USAV members as R2s.

3) Some regions/tournaments are allowing the libero to serve; the libero is NOT allowed to serve in the PVA Invitational.

4) Reminder for 2012: Up to 2 liberos may be designated for the MATCH.  Ask an official or the site TD for more information.

5) No electronic devises will be permitted at the score tables.

Team Camps – only in designated areas.  Clean up your camps at the end of the day (the TD desk has extra trash bags).  
Spectator Seating is provided at both facilities. No portable chairs are permitted on wood courts.
Water only on the courts.  The facilities are top-notch….please keep them that way!
An Athletic Trainer is available in each facility.  Players with pre-existing conditions need to provide their own tape.  Ice is available in each facility from the athletic trainer.

All scheduled matches are Best of 3.  All teams will play in an 8-team pool for their age group over the 2 days (7 total matches).  Warmups will be the USAV standard 2-4-4 for every match. 
Work teams (unless otherwise directed by the Tournament Director) must provide 1 R2, 1 scorekeeper, 1 libero tracker/score flipper and 2 line judges.
The Championship team for each age group is the team with the best pool play record.  Awards will be given to the first and second place teams in each age group. 

Final results will be determined by overall match record. If teams are tied, tie-breakers will be done in the following manner:
A. If two teams are tied, the tie-breaker is their head-to-head result.
B. If more than two teams are tied, the tie will be broken in the following order:
     1 .Match record among the tied teams; 2. Set record among the tied teams; 3. Over-all set record   for each team compared to the tied teams;  4. Over-all point percentage (points scored/points played) for each team compared to the tied teams.
